Listen to this ac¢dom his daily
journal:
"I mentioned to the congregation another meansatasing
serious religion, which had been frequently practiby our
ancestors, namely, the joining in a covenant tees&od with all
our heart and with all our soul.
| explained this for several mornings and on Frideny of us
kept a fast to the Lord, beseeching him to givevisslom and
strength, to make a promise unto the Lord our Gubkeep it.
On Monday, August 11, | explained once more theneadf such
an engagement, and the manner of doing it accepiai®od.
At six in the evening we met for that purpose. Afthad recited
the tenor of the covenant proposed all those wikoetkto give
testimony of their entrance into this covenant dtop, to the
number of about 1,800 persons.
Such a night | scarce ever saw before. Surelyrthedf it shall
remain forever."
